Preconditions:

The test criteria assumes that there is an “include” directory under the Webaccess document root ( ‘webaccess’) that contains the files with applicable custom DAAC- supplied icons and text.

Differences from Previous Releases:
The Data Pool Web Access Home Page Customization is a new capability. In the previous release of Data Pool Web Access, customization of the Home Page was not supported.

Operations Concept:
The Data Pool Web Access capability is accessible to users (as well as operators at the DAAC) via a web browser. Users are able to access metadata and browse files on line via web links, and download granule files via ftp links. The user will locate relevant granules by navigating through a series of web pages, starting from the DAAC Data Pool Home Page. Since the Data Pool Web Access has gone operational at three sites, each site has sought to make customizations for their pages that allowed them to include DAAC relevant content and also reflect user preferences. All of these vary by site since DAACs data content vary according to the different instruments that each supports. Differences also arise from the capacity in gigabytes of each DAAC.

However, these DAAC specific customizations are lost every time the site performs a new install of web access. Although Operation personnel have found different ways of dealing with this inconvenience, they are all tedious and cumbersome.  This ticket proposes an approach that would 

a) alleviate the burden of  re-customizing after each new install

b) preserve under configuration management each DAACs particular layout

c) give all DAACs some homogeneity in ‘look and feel’ of their home pages while allowing them to modify content elements easily

The proposed approach is that via a set of switches and configuration control elements in EcsAssist mkcfg, the DAACs can be provided with configurable page headers and footers and can design their own home page. Thus, the files dpHeader.vm, homePage.vm, footer.vm and x.vm  would be automatically generated in support of the DAAC customizations of the Webaccess drill-down pages. The Synergy IV development team will capture for each DAAC supporting Web Access to DPL, their current customization and baseline it. Thus the Synergy IV delivery will contain each DAAC’s home page. The installation via ECSAssist will allow the operators to choose their DAAC customization from a pick list.

Subsequent modifications to the baselined customization will be done through the NCR (OPS class)  process.

All starting home pages are assumed to have a basic layout as follows:
1. A Header
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The following are mandatory:  Data Pool Logo, Menu Links

 Optional: left and right logos and DAAC Site Header.

2. Main 
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Both elements are mandatory.

3. Footer
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The dimensions of all elements in the header, main body and footer are at the discretion of the DAACs, but restricted by User Interface guidelines provided in the requirements. The “DAAC Supplied HTML”  is optional.

Once the layout and dimensions of elements are finalized with the DAACs, a site specific layout will be maintained in the ECS configuration management system.

All contents of the elements (like links, logos, text, etc) are provided at the site during installation. 

Operational Impact:
The DAACs will no longer have their particular customizations overwritten by Web Access installation. They will have more flexibility in implementing modifications to the basic template that suit the particular needs of their site. .

If a DAAC should desire to change its current Web Access home page customization, operators will have the tools to do it directly via file modification and/or ECSAssist re configuration. Subsequently, DAAC personnel should write an NCR detailing the changes, so that they can be incorporated to the baselined version for that DAAC.
